Cindy made 

some recommendations for next year’s committee:  electronic transcripts and the 


fax transcript initiative; begin the break-out session all together to discuss 



common ideas, and then break out according to student information systems; ask 


membership to identify what student information systems and other software used 

in admissions and registrar offices on each campus.

Cindy thanked all members of her 


committee, noting that most of the meetings were held via phone conferences 


because of the weather.

Records & Registration – Fran Forman.  Fran noted that most meetings were held 


via email, but that it worked well.  She appreciated the work of the committee 


members in planning the sessions and also serving as presenters and facilitators.
